C:  I believe that God created me and all that exists, and that he 

      gave me my body and soul, eyes, ears, and all my members,

      my mind and all my abilities.

      And I believe that God still preserves me by richly and daily 

      providing clothing and shoes, food and drink, property and 

      home, spouse and children, land, cattle, and all I own, and all

      I need to keep my body and life. God also preserves me by

      defending me against all danger, guarding and protecting me 

      from all evil.  All this God does only because he is my good

      and merciful  Father in heaven, and not because I have

      earned or deserve it. For all this I ought to thank and praise,

      to serve and obey him.

      This is most certainly true.

(Jesus, true God and true man - the 3 offices of Christ - our redemption - Christ’s

  humiliation & exaltation)

C: I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was

     conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suf-

     fered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died and was

     buried. He descended into hell. The third day he rose again

     from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated at the

     right hand of God the Father almighty. From there he will

     come to judge the living and the dead.

(Sanctification - the Means of Grace - the Holy Christian Church – visible

 Christian churches - church fellowship)
C:  I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the 

      communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection 

      of the body, and life everlasting.

THE THIRD PETITION

(We ask our Father to destroy what is evil and to strengthen us)

C:  . . . thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven

THE FOURTH PETITION

(We ask our Father for all our physical needs)

C:  . . . give us this day our daily bread

THE FIFTH PETITION

(We ask the Father not to look upon our sins and to help us forgive)

C:   . . . forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those 

       who trespass against us
THE SIXTH PETITION

(We ask our Father to help us in times of temptation)

C:  . . .  lead us not into temptation

THE SEVENTH PETITION

(We ask our Father for a blessed end)

C:  . . . deliver us from evil

THE DOXOLOGY

C: For thine is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever 

     and ever. Amen
