THE BIBLE
1. What does the word Scripture mean? 

It means writing. The Scriptures is another name for the Bible. 

2. What language was the Bible written in? 

The Old Testament was written in Hebrew, the New Testament in Greek. 

3. How many people wrote the Bible? 

God called about 45 men to write his Word. 

4. How accurate is the Bible? 

God gave people the exact words they wrote in the Bible. 

5. Are there any mistakes in the Bible? 

There are no mistakes in the Bible. 

Can you give me a passage that says God gave us the Bible?
2 Timothy 3:16 All Scripture is God-breathed.
Realize that: The Bible is God’s Word because God breathed those words into the human writers.

The Bible is true.
John 17:17 “Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.”

Realize that: We know the Bible is God’s Word and it’s true because Jesus said so.

Deuteronomy 4:2 Do not add to what I command you and do not subtract from it.
Realize that: God forbids us to add our own ideas to the Bible.

6. What is the Law? 

The Law tells us what to do and not to do. 
Has anyone kept the law
Romans 3:23 All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.

Realize that: We are all sinners who deserve God’s punishment – death and damnation.

Can we please god by keeping the law
Romans 3:20 Therefore no one will be declared righteous in his sight by observing the law, rather, through the law we become conscious of sin.
What do we earn by our sin?

Romans 6:23 The wages of sin is death.
Realize that: We have earned eternal death by our sin. If God was fair, everyone should go to hell.

How good did Jesus say we’d have to be to please God?

Mathew 5:48 “Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.”

Realize that: Jesus demands that we obey the law perfectly.

7. What is the Gospel? 

The Gospel tells us what God has done for our salvation through Jesus Christ. 

8. Can you give me a Bible verse that is Gospel? 

John 3:16 “God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”
Realize that: The Gospel is the good news that Jesus takes away our sin.

9. What are some of the things God has done in that verse? (4)

God loved us.

God gave his Son to save us. 

God gives us faith to believe in Jesus our Savior. 

God rescues us from hell, and gives us eternal life in heaven. 

Why if heaven is free, why do you still try to keep the law.

2 Corinthians 5:15 He died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again.
Realize that: We keep the commandments because Jesus wants us to, and we love him.

What guides you through life?

Psalm 119:103 Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light for my path.
Realize that: God’s law guides us in the way we should live to please him.

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS

10. What do the 10 Commandments summarize? 

The Law of God. 

11. Where are they written in the Bible?

Exodus chapter 20. 

12. Where were the 10 Commandments first written? 

God himself wrote them with his finger on 2 tablets of stone on Mount Sinai. 

13. What is conscience? 

God gave all people an inner sense of right and wrong. 

14. How reliable is it? 

It is no longer a perfect guide, since it is affected by sin. 

15. How can you fix your conscience? 

Study the Bible to see what God says is right and wrong. 

16. What is a sin of commission? 

Doing something God says not to do. 

17. What is a sin of omission? 

Not doing what God says we should do. 

18. What is the 1st Commandment? 

THE FIRST COMMANDMENT

You shall have no other gods.

What does this mean?

We should fear, love, and trust in God above all things.
What does the Bible say about people who say there is no God?
Psalm 14:1 The fool says in his heart, “There is no God.”
Realize that it’s obvious that God exists.

Matthew 4:10 “Worship the Lord your God, and serve him only.”
Realize that; Jesus tells us that we should only worship the true God.

Who should we love most of all?
Matthew 22:37 Jesus replied, “Love the Lord your God with  all  your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.”
Realize that: We obey the First Commandment by loving God more than anything.

Is it better to believe what makes sense to you or to believe what God says in the bible.
Proverbs 3-5 Trust is the LORD with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding.

Realize that: We break the First Commandment when we depend upon our own abilities and ignore God.

19. What does this command say? 

It forbids the worship of anything besides God. 

20. Who is the true God? 

The Triune God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 

21. What about the Jews today who don't believe Jesus is the Christ? 

A religion without Christ is a false religion , without Jesus you cannot be saved.
THE SECOND COMMANDMENT
You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your God.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not use his name to curse, swear, lie or deceive, or use witchcraft, but call upon God’s name in every trouble, pray, praise, and give thanks.

THE THIRD COMMANDMENT

Remember the Sabbath day by keeping it holy.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not despise preaching and his word, but regard it as holy and gladly hear and learn it.
What gives you joy?
Psalm 122:1 I rejoiced with those who said to me, “Let us go to the house of the Lord.”
Realize that: Going to church gives us joy.

Psalm 119:161 My heart trembles at your word.
Realize that: God’s word is holy, and awesome.

Where does faith come from?

Romans 10:17 Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ.
Realize that: The Holy Spirit called me to faith in Christ by the gospel in the Bible.

In order to keep our faith strong, and to comfort others in their faith, what should we do?
Hebrews 10:25 Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another, and all the more as you see the Day approaching. 

Realize that: God wants us to join in fellowship with those who hold to God's pure Word by worshipping and studying God's Word regularly together.

What about other people who mix other ideas in with Gods word?
Romans 16:17 Watch out for those who cause divisions and put obstacles in your way that are contrary in the teaching you have learned. Keep away from them.
Realize that: God forbids us to join in fellowship with anyone who persists in mixing anything false with God's Word.       

22. What do the commandments in the 2nd table of the Law talk about?

These commandments show us how to love our neighbor. 

THE FOURTH COMMANDMENT

Honor your father and your mother, that it may go well with you and that you may have a long life on the earth.

What does this mean? 

We should fear and love God that we do not dishonor or anger our parents or others in authority, but honor, serve and obey them, and give them love and respect. 

I Peter 2:13 Submit yourselves for the Lord’s sake to every authority instituted among men.

Realize that: God wants us to honor and obey authorities.

When you disobey authorities, What does god tell them to do? Punish us>
Proverbs 13:24 He who spares the rod hates his son, but he who loves him is careful to discipline him.
Realize that: God wants his authorities to discipline those who sin against the Fourth Commandment.

THE FIFTH COMMANDMENT

You shall not murder

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not hurt or harm our neighbor in his body but help and befriend him in every bodily need.

Isaiah 53:6 Seek the LORD while he may be found; call on him while he is near.
Realize that: Man’s time of life is important – the only chance to gain eternal life. Tomorrow your heart may be hardened against God. 

Who alone has the right to end a life?  God and his authorities.
Psalm 31:15 My times are in your hands.
Realize that: Only God and his authorities have the right to end a life. 

23. Is suicide OK? 

No, that is self murder. 

Is it O.K to bear a grudge?
Colossians 3:13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.

Realize that; the Fifth Commandment guides us to forgive as Jesus forgave us.

THE SIXTH COMMANDMENT

You shall not commit adultery`

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we lead a pure and decent life in words and actions, and that husband and wife love and honor each other.

Is it God’s will that people get a divorce? Does God like divorces?
Matthew 19:6 “So they are no longer two, but one. Therefore what God has joined together, let man not separate.”

Realize that: Marriage is for life – one man and one woman.

Genesis 39:9 “How then could I do such a wicked thing and sin against God?”
Realize that: An unmarried person sins against God by having sex.

Matthew 5:28  “Anyone who looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery with her in his heart.”

Realize that: Lustful thoughts are also sin.

How hard is it to avoid  sexual immorality?

1 Corinthians 6:18 Flee from sexual immorality.

Realize that; We should run away from people and places that tempt us to sin.

THE SEVENTH COMMANDMENT

You shall not steal.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not take our neighbor’s money or property, or get it by dishonest dealing, but help him to improve and protect his property and means of income.

What about always wanting more stuff?

Luke 12:1 “Watch out! Be on your guard against all kinds of greed; a man’s life does not consist in the abundance of his possessions.”
Realize that: God forbids greed.

1 Timothy 6:8 If we have food and clothing, we will be content with that.

Realize that: God wants us to be content with what he has given us. 

THE EIGHTH COMMANDMENT

You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not tell lies about our neighbor, betray him, or give him a bad name, but defend him, speak well of him, and take his words and actions in the kindest possible way.

Proverbs 22:1 A good name is more desirable than great riches, to be esteemed is better than silver or gold.

Realize that: a good name is a gift from God.

Proverbs 25:9 Do not betray another man’s confidence.
Realize that: Secrets should be kept secrets.

What does God say about talking bad about  others?
James 4:11 Brothers, do not slander one another. Anyone who speaks against his brother or judges him speaks against the law.
Realize that: God forbids us to say anything that will give someone a bad name. 

THE NINTH COMMANDMENT

You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not scheme to get our neighbor’s inheritance or house or obtain it by a show of right, but do all we can to help him keep it.

THE TENTH COMMANDMENT

You shall no covet your neighbor’s wife, workers, animals, or anything that belongs to your neighbor. 

What does this mean?

We should fear and love God that we do not force or entice away our neighbor’s spouse, workers, or animals, but urge them to stay and do their duty.
What does God think when you think bad thoughts?
Psalm 94:11 The LORD knows the thoughts of man.

Realize that: God knows it when you sin in your thoughts.

Jesus set us free. How should we use ore freedom?

Galatians 5:13 You my brothers, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful nature, rather, serve one another in love.
Realize that: We should help other people with their property.

When are we 1st responsible for sin?

Psalm 51:5 Surely I was sinful at birth, sinful from the time my mother conceived me.

Realize that: All people are conceived in sin and are always sinful.

If our bad thoughts are sin, what is hatred?  Murder.
1 John 3:15 Anyone who hates his brother is a murderer, and you know that no murderer has eternal life in him.
Realize that: We deserve damnation for our sinful thoughts.

THE CONCLUSION

What does God say about all these commandments?

He says, “I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, punishing the children for the sin of the fathers to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me, but showing love to a thousand generations of those who love me and keep my commandments.”

What does this mean?

God threatens to punish all who transgress these commandments. Therefore we should fear his anger and not disobey what he commands.

But he promises grace and every blessing to all who keep these commandments. Therefore we should love and trust in him and gladly obey what he commands.

Isaiah 64:6 All of us have become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous acts are like filthy rags; we all shrivel up like a leaf, and like the wind our sins sweep us away.   

Realize that: God cannot accept sinful people like us.

Are we saved by doing good or by believing.?

Romans 3:28 For we maintain that a man is justified by faith apart from observing the law.

Realize that: We go to heaven as a gift, not because of anything we do.

24. In Conclusion, what does the Holy Spirit show us in the Ten Commandments? 

The Holy Spirit shows us that we deserve to go to hell for our sins, and he gives us repentance from our sins. 

25. What does it mean to repent? 

First, this means we are sorry we did wrong. Then the Holy Spirit leads us to turn to Christ for forgiveness. 

26. How does Jesus forgive us? 

Jesus not only paid the penalty for all our sins by dying on the cross; he also kept all the commandments perfectly in our place while he lived here on earth. 

27. What will you do since God has done all this for you? 

My heart is joyful when I realize I am forgiven of all my sins. I want to live a pure life free from sin from now on.  I want to use the commandments again to see what kind of behavior pleases God. I also use the commandments to threaten my sinful self, and weed sin out of the garden of my heart and life. 

THE LORD’S PRAYER         

28. Is there a Bible passage that shows us that prayer is worship? 

Yes, when Jesus said, These people honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me. They worship me in vain. Matthew 15:8-9         

29. Does God listen to everyone's prayers? 

No, only to the prayers of those who trust in Jesus for salvation. 

30. What kinds of things do you pray about? 

I pray for help for myself and for others, for forgiveness, for strength in my faith, for things that I need, I pray to praise God for his greatness and to thank him. 

31. Who gave us The Lord's Prayer? 

Jesus gave it to show us the types of things we should pray for, and how to pray. 

32. Why do you call the Father "our Father?" 

I am a child of God by faith in Jesus my Savior. My fellow believers are in God's family with me, so we can pray to our Father together. 

33. How can you keep God's name holy? 

Teaching the Bible the right way, and live a holy life as God's holy children. 

34. Where is God's kingdom? 

God's kingdom is his rule in our hearts. 

35. When does God's kingdom come to you? 

God's kingdom comes to me when my heavenly Father gives me his Holy Spirit. 

36.  Is that the only reason you pray for God's kingdom to come? 

No, I also want God's kingdom to come to the hearts of many others who aren't Christians yet.

37. What happens when a person dies?

When a person dies, the body is buried and decays into dust, while the soul goes either to hell to be with the devil or to heaven to be with God. 

What is the resurrection?

Resurrection of the body means the same bodies which died and were placed in the grave will be brought back to life and the soul will be put back in. 

What happens to unbelievers?

The unbelievers who rejected Christ during their lives will be sent to eternal death and everlasting punishment in hell. 

Tell me about your life when you are raised from the dead.

When our bodies are raised, they will be glorified, like Jesus' body was when he was raised. We will be clean of all sin, and we can live with Christ in glory and joy forever. 

39. How do you know if you are really ready for Holy Communion?

We are properly prepared for communion if we believe that we receive Christ's body and blood in with and under the bread and wine, as well as the forgiveness of sins. 

40. By receiving Holy Communion with other people what are we confessing?  

We are confessing that we all believe the same thing. 

41. What does it mean that Holy Communion also relates to Christian fellowship? 

We are in very close fellowship with those we take communion with. We all believe the same about the Bible.

THE CREED: THE FIRST ARTICLE  

I believe in God the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth. 
What does this mean?
I believe that God created me and all that exists, and that he gave me my body and soul, eyes, ears, and all my members, my mind and all my abilities. And I believe that God still preserves me by richly and daily providing clothing and shoes, food and drink, property and home, spouse and children, land, cattle, and all I own, and all I need to keep my body and life. God also preserves me by defending me against all danger, guarding and protecting me from all evil. All this God does only because he is my good and merciful Father in heaven, and not because I have earned or deserved it. For all this I ought to thank and praise, serve and obey him. This is most certainly true. 

THE SECOND ARTICLE I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated on the right hand of God the Father almighty. From there he will come to judge the living and the dead. 

What does this mean?

I believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of the Father from eternity, and also true man, born of the virgin Mary, is my Lord. 

He has redeemed me, a lost and condemned creature, purchased and won me from all sins, from death and from the power of the devil, not with gold or silver but with his holy, precious blood and with his innocent suffering and death. All this he did that I should be his own, and live under him in his kingdom, and serve him in everlasting righteousness, innocence, and blessedness, just as he has risen from death and lives and rules eternally. This is most certainly true.

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. 

Realize that: We call Christ's blood holy because it is the blood of God's perfect son, and it makes us pure and holy.

THE THIRD ARTICLE      I believe in the Holy Spirit; the holy Christian church, the communion of saints; the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. Amen  

What does this mean? 

I believe that I cannot by my own thinking or choosing believe in Jesus Christ, my Lord, or come to him. 

But the Holy Spirit has called me by the gospel, enlightened me with his gifts, sanctified and kept me in the true faith. In the same way he calls, gathers, enlightens, and sanctifies the whole Christian church on earth, and keeps it with Jesus Christ in the one true faith. In this Christian church he daily and fully forgives all sins to me and all believers. On the Last Day he will raise me and all the dead and give eternal life to me and all believers in Christ. 

This is most certainly true.

Why can’t anyone make themselves into a believer?

Romans 8:7 The sinful mind is hostile to God. It does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so.

Realize that: My natural spiritual condition: I am an enemy of God.

So if someone is a believer, how does that happen?

1 Corinthians 12:3  I tell you that no one who is speaking by the Spirit of God says, Jesus be cursed, and no one can say, “Jesus is Lord, except by the Holy Spirit.” 

Realize that: I can come to believe in Jesus only by the work of the Holy Spirit in me.
