What are the 3 means of grace?      What do they do?

1. The means of grace are the Bible, Baptism and Holy Communion. They are like a water pipe that brings us water. They bring us God's grace.

What are the books of the Bible?

Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy, Joshua, Judges, Ruth, First and Second Samuel, First and Second Kings,  First and Second Chronicles, Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther, Job, Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, song of Solomon, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Lamentations, Ezekiel, Daniel, Hosea, Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah, Malachi. Matthew, Mark, Luke, John, Acts, Romans First and Second Corinthians, Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, First and Second Thessalonians, First and Second Timothy, Titus, Philemon, Hebrews, James, First and Second Peter, First, Second and Third John, Jude, Revelation

29  2 Timothy 3:16 All Scripture is God-breathed.
Realize that: The Bible is God’s Word because God breathed those words into the human writers.

32 John 17:17 “Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.”
Realize that: We know the Bible is God’s Word and it’s true because Jesus said so.

What is a Sacrament?  

A sacrament is a sacred act started by Jesus himself, 
What makes it work?   
God's Word. 
What else does it use?
It uses an earthly element, which offers, gives and seals to us the forgiveness of sins, eternal life and salvation. 
How many sacraments are there?

There are two of them, Holy Communion and Baptism.

What does a Sacrament do?
It makes me sacred.

What does sacred mean?  
Sacred means holy, 
What does holy mean?  
Set apart for God's use. 
So a Sacrament makes you holy. Are you holy? 

Yes.
THE INSTITUTION OF BAPTISM

First: What is Baptism?

Baptism is not just plain water, but it is water used by God’s command and connected with God’s Word.

Which is that word of God?

Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Matthew, “Go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

54 Romans 3:23 All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.

Realize that: We are all sinners who deserve God’s punishment – death and damnation.

55 Romans 3:20 Therefore no one will be declared righteous in his sight by observing the law, rather, through the law we become conscious of sin.

56 Romans 6:23 The wages of sin is death.
Realize that: We have earned eternal death by our sin. If God was fair, everyone should go to hell.

60 John 3:16 “God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”
Realize that: The Gospel is the good news that Jesus takes away our sin.

THE BLESSINGS OF BAPTISM  Second: What does baptism do for us?
Baptism works forgiveness of sin; delivers from death and the devil, and gives eternal salvation to all who believe this, as the words and promises of God declare. 

What are these words and promises of God?
Christ our Lord says in the last chapter of Mark, “Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned.” 
1321 Acts 22:16 Be baptized and wash your sins away.
Realize that: In baptism God forgives all our sins.
1328 Galatians 3:27 All of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.   Realize that: Once we are baptized, Christ is always with us.

What does God do in Baptism? (4)
He creates spiritual life and faith in our hearts (1), strengthens our faith (2), forgives all our sins (3) and seals us into his family (4).
When did Jesus institute baptism? 

Jesus started or instituted baptism when he gave the great commission, commanding his followers to baptize all nations in the name of the Triune God.

What does the word Baptize mean?

The word Baptize means to wash something with water. 
The word Baptism is used in the Bible for Baptism, and for washing hands, dishes, pots, pans, kettles. So the word Baptism does not always mean immersion all the way under the water, as the Reformed churches teach. The Reformed churches reject infant Baptism, and require people to be baptized over again as adults. Instead of realizing the blessings God gives in Baptism, they believe they are doing something for God when they are baptized, namely making a confession of faith. 

How old should you be before you are baptized?
You have to be born first.

We baptize infants because Jesus commanded us to baptize all nations, and 

infants are a part of a nation. 
How old was the equivalent sacrament done in the Old Testament? Also in Colossians 3:16, baptism replaces the Old Testament circumcision, which God gave to make children his people when they were 8 days old. Children need baptism because they are sinful from the time of conception, and need salvation. People are by nature rebellious against God and proud, not realizing their need for a Savior. 

What does baptism assure us of? (3)
Baptism gives us assurance that we are God's children (1), our sins are forgiven (2), and we are going to heaven(3). One baptism is all we need for life. 
If you are a Christian now, how can you end up going to hell? (3)
Salvation is only lost if we turn our back on God or on his salvation. This is done by not coming to church or by being a hypocrite.

What is a hypocrite?
A person who says they believe in Jesus, but they really don’t.

THE POWER OF BAPTISM     Third: How can water do such great things? 

It is certainly not the water that does such things, but God's Word which is in and with the water and faith which trusts this Word used with the water. For without God's Word the water is just plain water and not Baptism. But with this Word it is Baptism, that is, a gracious water of life and a washing of rebirth by the Holy Spirit. 

Where is this written?

Saint Paul says in Titus chapter 3, “God saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom he poured out on us generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by his grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life. This is a trustworthy saying." 

Where do you get your sinful flesh from?
Our sinful flesh is called our old Adam because we inherit it from Adam. Baptism breaks the power sin has over us, so we are able to not sin. We can drown our old sinful Adam every day by being sorry we have sinned, believing in God's forgiveness and asking the Holy Spirit for strength to do what God wants us to do.

What is the difference between sin in us, and sins that we do?
Sin is our sinful nature, the power that leads us to do sins. 

Sins are wrong things that we do.
Romans 5:12 Sin entered the world through one man, and death through sin, and in this way death came to all men, because all sinned.

Realize that: Adam ruined the world by his sin. We have all earned eternal death.

Galatians 3:27 All of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ.

Who are our 3 enemies? 
The devil, the World, and our own Sinful Nature.

What is the new man in you? 

Our new man in us, born is baptism, is the new spiritual life the Holy Spirit created in us. Our New Man daily desires to live a holy life because we have received so many wonderful blessings from God though our baptism that we must want to thank him with our whole life. Our New Man fights against our old Adam every day.

What is the difference between contrition and repentance? 

Contrition is feeling very sorry for your sins, and afraid because of your sins.
Repentance is a change of mind not to sin anymore.

THE MEANING OF BAPTISM FOR OUR DAILY LIFE Fourth: 
What does baptizing mean?

Baptism means that the old Adam in us should be drowned by daily contrition and repentance, and that all its evil deeds and desires be put to death. It also means that a new person should daily arise to live before God in righteousness and purity forever. 

Where is this written? 

Saint Paul says in Romans, chapter 6, "We were...buried with Christ through baptism, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may have a new life."

What does grace mean?
The grace of God means his undeserved love which provides free forgiveness of sins, life and salvation for all people. 

Where is grace in the Bible?

The part of the Bible that tells us about God's grace is the Gospel.

Baptism gets power from God's Word to change my heart and soul.

Baptism gives forgiveness of sin, saves me from eternal death and the devil's power, and gives me eternal life.  

My baptism day is my soul's birthday. Baptism gives me a new life now that I live in Jesus.   

The Holy Spirit works through the Word to give me these miracles. 

Now I need to repent of my sins every day, and receive forgiveness.  

God, help me to live a pure life from now on.

The grace of God means his undeserved love which provides free forgiveness of sins, life and salvation for all people. 

Although they are not in the Bible, a witness of the baptism can be anyone the parents choose, and can tell the child in later years that they were indeed baptized with water in the name of the Triune God. A sponsor also promises to pray for the child, does all they can to help the child grow in faith and become a better Christian, and encourages the young adult to continue worshipping in God's house. They need to be WELS so they can also assist in Christian education and training in the WELS, especially if the parents die.

Baptism is a washing of rebirth because in baptism we are born a second time, our soul becomes alive in God by the Holy Spirit's work. He creates spiritual life in us and makes us children of God. 

When an adult is baptized, they are sealed into the family of God, given 

forgiveness of sins and strengthening of their faith. They already believe before they are baptized.

THE INSTITUTION OF HOLY COMMUNION      First: 
What is the Sacrament of Holy Communion 

It is the true body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ under the bread and wine, instituted by Christ for us Christians to eat and to drink. 

Where is this written? 

The holy evangelists Matthew, Mark, Luke and the apostle Paul tell us: Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night he was betrayed, took bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples, saying, "Take and eat; this is my body, which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me." Then he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, "Drink from it, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me."
What are the four things we receive in Holy Communion?

In Holy Communion we receive the body and blood of Jesus along with the 

bread and wine.

Who is unworthy of receiving Holy Communion?

You are unworthy to receive Holy Communion if you don’t believe you really receive Christ’s body and blood in with and under the bread and wine.

THE BLESSINGS OF HOLY COMMUNION       Second: 
What blessing do we receive through this eating and drinking?

That is shown by these words: "Given" and "poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins." Through these words we receive forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation in this sacrament. For where there is forgiveness of sins, there is also life and salvation.

What else do we receive in Holy Communion?

We also receive the forgiveness of sins, unity with Christ and God, and unity with the other Christians we commune with.  

THE POWER 0F HOLY COMMUNION      Third:
How can eating and drinking do such great things? 

It is certainly not the eating and drinking that does such great things, but the words 

"Given" and "poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins." These words are the main thing in this sacrament, along with the eating and drinking. 

And whoever believes these words has what they plainly say, the forgiveness of sins.

So how can a little bread and wine do such powerful things?
Through the power of the word of God.
This sacrament gets its power from God's word which is used in the Sacrament: "Given and poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins."
The power is in God's word we use in Holy Communion.
When did Jesus start Holy Communion?

Holy Communion was started by Jesus on the night before he died.

Why is Holy Communion called a sacrament?
Holy Communion is called a sacrament because it makes us holy.

If you are really sinful, does that make you unworthy of receiving Holy Communion (3)? 

No, Communion is medicine for sin (1). It takes away our sin (2). As long as we repent and are trying to do what is right, Communion gives us strength to stop sinning (3). 
THE RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION      Fourth: 
Who, then is properly prepared to receive this sacrament? 

Fasting and other outward preparations may serve a good purpose, but he is properly prepared who believes these words: "Given" and "poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins." But whoever does not believe these words or doubts them is not prepared, because the words "for you" require nothing but hearts that believe. 

What does it mean that Holy Communion also relates to Christian fellowship?

By receiving Holy Communion with other people we are confessing that we all believe the same thing.

The Bible says about communion, "we who are many are one loaf, for we all partake of that one loaf." 

Why do you want to come to Holy Communion often (3)?

The reason we desire Holy Communion often is our great sinfulness (1) and weakness (2) and our need for forgiveness (3). 

The idea that the bread and wine only symbolize the body and blood of Jesus is the teaching of the Reformed churches, but Jesus said that they are his body and blood.

What is the teaching of the Catholic churches about Holy Communion?

Transubstantiation - that the substance goes across from bread to body, and there is no longer any bread there, and there is not longer any wine there.

What is the teaching of all the churches besides Catholic and Lutheran?

Symbolism - that all you receive is bread and wine or grape juice - they don't believe Jesus' words, "This is my body given for you."

The only church that teaches the real presence is the Lutheran church. 

And what does the Lutheran Church teach about Holy Communion? (3)

We believe in the real presence - just as Jesus said, "This is my body, this is the new covenant in my blood." So we receive four things, bread and wine, body and blood.

We are in very close fellowship with those we take communion with. We all believe the same about the Bible.

We do not invite people who are not WELS to receive Holy Communion at our church because we do not want anyone to bring God's judgment on himself by receiving Holy Communion in an unworthy way. People need to recognize what they are receiving, and they need to be instructed so they understand the meaning of Christ's death and are one with us in all we believe and teach.

Jesus wants us to come to Holy Communion often. After I am confirmed, I will come ____ times a year (of the 62 services). I will give ____% of all I earn to God.

As WELS Lutherans, we do not allow members of other church bodies or lodge members or those who are known to be living a sinful life without repentance to receive Holy Communion in our churches because we know they believe certain things which are contrary to God's Word and therefore are not one in faith with us, and because we must remind them that every error is a dangerous thing.

What did Jesus give his followers to open the door to heaven?
The Keys, which are the Gospel in Word and Sacraments, which open the door into the Kingdom of Heaven. 

How do the keys open or close the door to heaven?
We can give forgiveness to those who repent 

We can refuse forgiveness to those who won’t repent.

What happens to our sins if we refuse to repent and refuse to try to stop sinning?

They cling to us. We can’t get rid of them.

Why do we confess our sins to God?

God urges us to confess our sins. 

God wants us to realize and admit that we are sinful. 

Do we receive absolution in our church service?
Yes, when you say all our sins are forgiven.

What makes repentance genuine?

The sincere desire to avoid all sin in the future.

The use of the Keys by those to whom Christ has given this authority is as valid and certain in heaven also as if Christ himself either forgave us or pronounced that our sins cling to us.

This church uses the Keys by preaching the Gospel and giving the Sacraments, which is the authority to forgive sins. 

Christ has congregations call a pastor to preach and teach God's Word publicly, baptize and distribute Holy Communion, and use the binding and loosing Keys publicly.

The repentant sinner will regularly and gladly hear the preaching of the 

Gospel, and will not neglect it by not coming to church.

Plainly unrepentant or impenitent sinners must be excluded or excommunicated from the Christian congregation. The real purpose of excommunication is to bring them to repent so they won't be lost forever and end up in hell.

If a person who has been excluded from the congregation says he is sorry for his sin and promises to do what is right, the Christians in the congregation must receive him again as a fellow Christian and assure him that he is forgiven.

THE KEYS     First: What is the use of the keys

The use of the keys is that special power and right which Christ gave to his church on earth: to forgive sins of penitent sinners but refuse forgiveness to the impenitent as long as they do not repent. 

Where is this written? 

The holy evangelist John writes in chapter 20, “Jesus breathed on his disciples and said, "Receive the Holy Spirit: if you forgive anyone his sins, they are forgiven; if you do not forgive them, they are not forgiven."

THE PUBLIC USE OF THE KEYS     Second: How does a Christian congregation use the keys?

A Christian congregation with it's called servant of Christ uses the keys in accordance with Christ's command by forgiving those who repent of their sin and are willing to amend, and by excluding from the congregation those who are plainly impenitent that they may repent. I believe that when this is done, it is as valid and certain in heaven also, as if Christ our dear Lord dealt with us himself. 

Where is this written? 

Jesus says in Matthew, chapter 18, "Whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven."

CONFESSION      First: What is confession?

Confession has two parts. The one is that we confess our sins; the other, that we receive absolution or forgiveness from the pastor as from God himself, not doubting but firmly believing that our sins are thus forgiven before God in heaven. 

Second: What sins should we confess? 

Before God we should plead guilty of all sins, even those we are not aware of, as we do in the Lord's Prayer. 

But before the pastor we should confess only those sins which we know and feel in our hearts. 

Third: How can we recognize those sins? 

Consider your place in life according to the Ten Commandments. Are you a father, mother, son, daughter, employer, or employee? Have you been disobedient, unfaithful, or lazy? Have you hurt anyone by word or deed? Have you been dishonest, careless, wasteful, or done other wrong? 

Fourth: How will the pastor assure a penitent sinner of forgiveness? 

He will say, "By the authority of Christ, I forgive you your sins in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen."

When we feel the need for special comfort because of sins that particularly trouble us, we should go to the pastor and confess those sins which trouble our conscience. The pastor will give us absolution, absolving us from all our sins. 

It is important to confess our sins to our fellow Christians when we have wronged them. 

The end result of the Keys and Confession for a repentant believer is a wonderful sense of relief, knowing God has given them complete forgiveness of all of their sins. 

How many articles are there in the Apostle's Creed?
Three.
What are they about? 

The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

What is the 1st Article 
THE FIRST ARTICLE 

I believe in God the Father almighty, maker of heaven and earth. 
What does this mean?

I believe that God created me and all that exists, and that he gave me my body and soul, eyes, ears, and all my members, my mind and all my abilities. And I believe that God still preserves me by richly and daily providing clothing and shoes, food and drink, property and home, spouse and children, land, cattle, and all I own, and all I need to keep my body and life. God also preserves me by defending me against all danger, guarding and protecting me from all evil. All this God does only because he is my good and merciful Father in heaven, and not because I have earned or deserved it. For all this I ought to thank and praise, serve and obey him. This is most certainly true. 

How many God's are there?

How long did it take for the world to evolve?

Isn't evolution a fact?

How long has the world existed? 

Why does God give us food and clothing and work where we can earn money to live?

What do we inherit from Adam?

Our sinful nature.
How good are we before baptism or before becoming Christian?

Evil.
If God were fair, where would everyone go after death?

Hell.
Is it fair that anyone goes to heaven?

No.
How did God work that out for you?

He gave his only Son Jesus to die on the cross and pay for all my sins for me.
What do you have to do to get to go to heaven?

Nothing.
Can you know for sure that you are going to heaven?

Yes. 1 John 5:13 These words are written to you believe in the name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal life.
How can you be sure?

Jesus really did pay for my sins. I trust in what he did. 
What is the difference between the Law and the Gospel? 

The Law is what God wants us to do. The Law is God’s Commandments.
The Gospel is what God has done for us. The Gospel is God’s gift of love and forgiveness and heaven.

What is the 2nd Article of the Apostles’ Creed?

THE SECOND ARTICLE I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated on the right hand of God the Father almighty. From there he will come to judge the living and the dead. 
What does this mean?

I believe that Jesus Christ, true God, begotten of the Father from eternity, and also true man, born of the Virgin Mary, is my Lord. 

He has redeemed me, a lost and condemned creature, purchased and won me from all sins, from death and from the power of the devil, not with gold or silver but with his holy, precious blood and with his innocent suffering and death. All this he did that I should be his own, and live under him in his kingdom, and serve him in everlasting righteousness, innocence, and blessedness, just as he has risen from death and lives and rules eternally. This is most certainly true.

What does the Apostles' Creed tell us about the humiliation Jesus went through?
conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. 
What does the Apostles’ Creed tell us about the exaltation of Jesus?
He descended into hell. The third day he rose again from the dead. He ascended into heaven and is seated on the right hand of God the Father almighty. From there he will come to judge the living and the dead. 
What is the most important teaching of the Bible for you?
Jesus saved me as a free gift.
How can churches ruin that teaching?
Add some cost to the free gift of Jesus. Make up something we have to do to be saved.
What is the meaning of Jesus' resurrection for you? (5)
My body will rise from the dead (1) and I’ll live forever with my body in heaven (2).
Jesus really did succeed in paying for our sins (3), there is life after death (4), Jesus is able to keep his promises to us because he is still alive (5), Jesus is God (6), eternal life is ours (7).
Since all your sins are paid for by Jesus, why don't you go ahead and sin all you want?

What is unique about the person of Jesus Christ (4)?
Completely man, (1) He was under God’s authority, needed to obey God (2).

Completely God, (3) He is equal with God and knows all things (4).

Why did Jesus have to be God and man in one person? (2)

He had to be strong enough to save all the world.

He had to be able to take our place as our substitute, and he had to be able to die.
How long has Jesus lived? (2)

Since his birth, 33 years, forever.
What is the 3rd Article of the Apostles’ Creed?

THE THIRD ARTICLE I believe in the Holy Spirit; the holy Christian church, the communion of saints; the forgiveness of sins; the resurrection of the body; and the life everlasting. Amen.  
What does this mean? 

I believe that I cannot by my own thinking or choosing believe in Jesus Christ, my Lord, or come to him. 

But the Holy Spirit has called me by the gospel, enlightened me with his gifts, sanctified and kept me in the true faith. In the same way he calls, gathers, enlightens, and sanctifies the whole Christian church on earth, and keeps it with Jesus Christ in the one true faith. In this Christian church he daily and fully forgives all sins to me and all believers. On the Last Day he will raise me and all the dead and give eternal life to me and all believers in Christ. 

This is most certainly true.

Romans 8:7 The sinful mind is hostile to God. It does not submit to God’s law, nor can it do so. 

Realize that: My natural spiritual condition: I am an enemy of God.

1 Corinthians 12:3 I tell you that no one who is speaking by the Spirit of God says, “Jesus be cursed,” and no one can say, “Jesus is Lord,” except by the Holy Spirit.

Realize that: I can come to believe in Jesus only by the work of the Holy Spirit in me.

Romans 10:17 Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ.

Realize that: The Holy Spirit called me to faith in Christ by the gospel in the Bible.

Through God's Word in Baptism the Holy Spirit creates faith in our hearts, so we trust God's promise of forgiveness and salvation and enjoy the blessings of Baptism. 

What does it mean that you are justified? 

God takes away my sins. It is just as if I had not sinned.
Can you make yourself into a believer whenever you want? Why not? (4)

Mankind is totally under the power of sin from conception.

Being spiritually alive is a matter of birth by the Holy Spirit.

You can’t will yourself to be born, but you can turn your back on God and walk away from the faith, or die by starvation of not hearing the Word of God anymore.
How do you come to faith? 

Baptism or the Word of God.

What are the three tools which the Holy Spirit uses to do all this?

Baptism, God’s Word, Communion.

What if I walk away from God's church and don't come back? (2)

I lose my faith and my soul starves to death.

What is Christian fellowship?

Soul unity we practice with those who believe the same as we do.

Who are you in fellowship with?

WELS + ELS
How often do you sin?

Much every day.
What is the solution?

God’s Word, repentance, forgiveness, hearing Word for strength to overcome sin.
I AM ATTENDING CONFIRMATION CLASS FOR TWO SPECIAL PURPOSES.  THE MAIN PURPOSE FOR THIS CLASS IS TO STRENGTHEN ME IN MY RELATION TO JESUS CHRIST, MY SAVIOR FROM SIN.  GOD'S WORD, THE BIBLE, WILL INCREASE MY OR TRUST FAITH IN MY SAVIOR.  THE SECOND PURPOSE IS TO STRENGTHEN ME IN MY CHRISTIAN LIFE AS A SAVED CHILD OF GOD. 

THAT MEANS THAT I AM LEARNING HOW TO SERVE JESUS AND MY FELLOW MAN AS GOD WANTS ME TO DO. I AM EAGER TO DO THIS OUT OF THANKFULNESS FOR ALL THAT JESUS HAS DONE FOR ME.  MY PRAYER IS THAT GOD WILL TRULY BLESS MY STUDY IN THIS CLASS.

What is required in the Roman church besides what Jesus did to save us?
Our cooperation, using God’s strength to do good works and pay our part of the price of salvation.

What is required in the Reformed church besides what Jesus did to save us? 

Our making a decision to be on God’s side, choosing Jesus of our own free will and ability, and obeying God.
What is required in the Lutheran church besides what Jesus did to save us?

Nothing. God even gives us the gift of faith to believe in Jesus.

1 John 1:7 If we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.

Realize that: We call Christ’s blood holy because it is the blood of God’s perfect Son, and it makes us pure and holy.

THE FIRST COMMANDMENT

You shall have no other gods.
What does this mean?
We should fear, love and trust in God above all things.

THE SECOND COMMANDMENT
You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your God.
What does this mean?
