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[About 2-3 months after Confirmation], I meet at the confirmand's home with him/her and at least one parent.  I share the vine and the branch portion of John 15 and talk about the time after Confirmation as an "at risk" time spiritually.  I ask them directly whether the pledge they made on Confirmation Day is still his/her intention now, 2-3 months later.  

We pray.  Then I offer the "Plan for Christian Living" (see below) as a tool to help the confirmand plan how he/she will stay connected with Jesus.  I point out that the plan deals with staying in the Word, fellowship and service.  We discuss each point.  Then I leave two copies and a self addressed stamped envelope.  I ask the confirmand and his/her parents to consider prayerfully how they will complete it, and encourage them to discuss it together.  I tell them not to put down what they think I am looking for.

When I receive the competed forms, I pass on the confirmand’s name to the appropriate people for service opportunities.  I also send the confirmand and his/her parents a copy then next summer to remind them of what they planned. 

It is too early to tell if the plan is bearing fruit.  I completed the last visit after Labor Day.  I received 12 of 16 returns.  I got back to each of the twelve commending them for their commitment to specific activities.  It was noticeable that many chose not to commit to things I could monitor, like teen Bible class and activities.  I was pleased with the number of service things they volunteered for.  Ten people volunteered to do 33 things.  I hope that the people to whom I gave these names will use them or there might be disappointment.
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Plan for Christian Living
The Holy Spirit brought me to faith by the Gospel in baptism and the Word.  Recently I confessed that faith at my confirmation.  Now I want to grow in that faith.  Therefore I plan to do what I check below.  May God help me!

      ___ I will attend church whenever God makes it possible.

      ___ I will receive the body and blood of the Lord frequently.

      ___ I will encourage and join family devotions and prayer.

      ___ I will read God’s Word each day. (at least one verse)

      ___ I will read “Meditations”,“Forward in Christ”, etc.

      ___ I will study with the Youth Bible Group.  

I know that “Bad company corrupts good character.” So I want to surround myself with Christian support.  I pledge to do what I check below.  May God help me!

       ___ I will stay in touch with my family and spend time with them.

       ___ I will take part in youth activities at church as my schedule permits.

       ___ I will mix with congregational members at church social events.

       ___ I will seek friends who respect my faith and do not endanger it.

The Lord has blessed me with abilities and interests.  I want to use them to His glory and the good of others.  So I am willing to be listed as a possible worker in the areas I have checked.  Please notify the appropriate people.  May God help me!
