CONFIRMATION CLASS PASSAGES

1. * Genesis 1:1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

2. Leviticus 19:2 Be holy because I, the Lord your God, am holy.

3. * Job 19:25-27 I know that my Redeemer lives, and that in the end he will stand upon the earth. And after my skin has been destroyed, yet in my flesh I will see God; I myself will see him with my own eyes--I, and not another.

4. Psalm 1:1-3 Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or sit in the seat of mockers. But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on His law he meditates day and night. He is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf does not wither. Whatever he does prospers.

5. Psalm 19:1 The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of His hands.

6. Ps. 24:1 The earth is the Lord's, and everything in it, the world, and all who live in it.

7. Psalm 50:15 Call upon Me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you will honor Me.

8. * Psalm 51:5 Surely I was sinful at birth, sinful from the time my mother conceived me.

9. Psalm 56:11 In God I trust; I will not be afraid. What can man do to me?

10. Psalm 103:1-2 Praise the Lord, O my soul; all my inmost being, praise his holy name. Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits.

11. Psalm 112:1 Blessed is the man who fears the Lord, who finds great delight in His commands.

12. Psalm 118:1 Give thanks to the Lord, for He is good; His love endures forever.

13. Psalm 119:105 Your word is a lamp to my feet, and a light for my path.

14. Proverbs 3:5 Trust in the Lord with all our heart and lean not on your own understanding.

15. Proverbs 8:13 To fear the Lord is to hate evil.

16. Proverbs 22:1 A good name is more desirable than great riches.

17. Isaiah 53:6 The Lord has laid on him the iniquity of us all.

18. * Matthew 6:33 But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.

19. * Matthew 11:28 "Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest.

20. Matthew 18:20 Where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them.

21. Matthew 22:37 Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.

22. Matthew 22:39 Love your neighbor as yourself.

23. Matthew 24:36 No one knows about that day or hour, not even the angels in heave, nor the Son, but only the Father.

24. * Matthew 28:19-20 "Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, And teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age."

25. * Mark 16:15-16 He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned."

26. Luke 11:28 Blessed are those who hear the Word of God and obey it.

27. John 1:17 The law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.

28. John 1:18 No one has ever seen god, but God the only Son, who is at the Father's side, has made Him known.

29. John 1:29 Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!

30. John 3:5 Unless a man is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God.

31. John 3:16 God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal live.

32. John 3:18 Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's one and only Son.

33. John 5:23 All should honor the Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father, who has sent Him.

34. John 10:35 The Scripture cannot be broken.

35. John 11:25 I am the resurrection and the life.

36. John 11:25-26 I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me will never die

37. John 14:2-3 I am going to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am.

38. John 14:15 If you love Me, you will obey what I command.

39. John 14:19 Because I live, you also will live.

40. John 15:5 I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.

41. John 15:7 If you remain in Me and My words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you.

42. John 17:17 Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth.

43. Acts 10:38 God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power.

44. Romans 1:4 He was declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the Spirit of holiness by the resurrection from the dead.

45. Romans 1:16 I am not ashamed of the Gospel, because it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes.

46. Romans 3:23 All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.

47. Romans 3:24 And are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus.

48. Romans 6:4 We were buried with Him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised form the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.

49. Romans 6:11 Count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God in Christ Jesus.

50. Romans 6:23 The wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

51. Romans 8:28 We know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose.

52. Romans 10:17 Faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ.

53. Romans 12:5 In Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all the others.

54. Romans 12:20 If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is thirsty, give him something to drink

55. 1 Corinthians 4:2 It is required that those who have been given a trust must prove faithful.

56. 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body.

57. 1 Corinthians 10:16 Is not the cup of thanksgiving for which we give thanks a participation in the blood of Christ? And is not the bread that we break a participation in the body of Christ?

58. 1 Corinthians 10:24 Nobody should seek his own good, but the good of others.

59. 1 Corinthians 10:31 So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God.

60. 1 Corinthians 11:26 Whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until he comes.

61. * 1 Corinthians 11:27 Therefore, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the body and blood of the Lord.

62. 1 Corinthians 11:28 A man ought to examine himself before he eats of the bread and drinks the cup.

63. * 1 Corinthians 11:29 For anyone who eats and drinks without recognizing the body of the Lord eats and drinks judgment on himself.

64. 1 Corinthians 12:3 No one can say, Jesus is Lord, except by the Holy Spirit.

65. 1 Corinthians 12:13 We were all baptized by one Spirit into one body.

66. 2 Corinthians 5:14-15 Christ's love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for all, and therefore all died. And He died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for Him who died for them and was raised again.

67. 2 Corinthians 5:21 God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God.

68. 2 Corinthians 13:14 May the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all.

69. Galatians 3:13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us.

70. Galatians 3:27 All of you who were baptized into Christ have been clothed with Christ.

71. Galatians 4:4-5 When the time had fully come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under law, to redeem those under law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.

72. Ephesians 2:4-5 Because of His great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we were dead in transgression.

73. Ephesians 2:8-9 It is by grace you have been saved, through faith - and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God - not by works, so that no one can boast

74. Ephesians 2:19 You are no longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizens with God's people and members of God's household.

75. Ephesians 4:11-12 Christ gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and teachers, to prepare God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up.

76. Ephesians 4:24 Put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness.

77. Ephesians 4:28 He who has been stealing must steal no longer, but must work, doing something useful with his own hands, that he may have something to share with those in need.

78. Ephesians 4:29 Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only what is helpful for building others up according to their needs.

79. Ephesians 4:32 Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you.

80. Ephesians 6:1 Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right.

81. Colossians 2:9 In Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form.

82. Philippians 4:6 Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.

83. 1 Thessalonians 4:3 It is God's will that you should be holy.

84. 1 Timothy 2:3-4 This is good, and pleases God our Savior, Who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

85. 1 Timothy 2:5 There is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.

86. 1 Timothy 6:6 Godliness with contentment is great gain.

87. 2 Timothy 3:15 The Holy Scriptures are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.

88. 2 Timothy 3:16-17 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting, and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.

89. 2 Timothy 4:18 The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack and will bring me safely to His heavenly kingdom.

90. Titus 3:5 God saves us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit.

91. Hebrews 10:24-25 Let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another - and all the more as you see the Day approaching.

92. * Hebrews 11:1 Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see.

93. Hebrews 11:3 By faith we understand that the universe was formed at God's command.

94. * James 1:22 Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says.

95. 1 Peter 1:18-19 You know that it was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of life handed down to you from your forefathers, but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.

96. 1 Peter 1:23 You have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and enduring word of God.

97. 1 Peter 2:9 You are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.

98. 1 Peter 2:10 Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

99. 1 Peter 4:10 Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, faithfully administering God's grace in its various forms.

100. * 1 Peter 5:7 Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you.

101. 1 Peter 5:8 Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.

102. 2 Peter 1:21 Men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.

103. 2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish but everyone to come to repentance.

104. 2 Peter 3:13 We are looking forward to a new heaven and a new earth, the home of righteousness.

105. 2 Peter 3:18 Grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

106. 1 John 1:7 The blood of Jesus, His son, purifies us from every sin.

107. 1 John 1:8-9 If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sin and purify us form all unrighteousness.
