A special directory of “people to call” is available from your pastor/teacher.  EXAMPLE:  To attend a Voters' Assembly meeting, you must obtain the permission of the congregation president. He would also sign your service project sheet after you have attended.

1.) Attend a meeting for a church board, group or organization: Voters’ Assembly, various boards,  Sunday School staff, Worship   Committee, Outreach Committee, Contributions Committee, Ladies Aid, etc.).

2.) Attend a St. Paul’s musical group practice:  Mixed, Octet, Treble, Brass, or Handbell Choirs, church organist practice, etc.

3.) Work with a member of the school  staff:  janitor, office secretaries, lunch room staff, Maintenance Committee member, etc.

4.) Work at larger congregational events:  Spring workday, congregational dinner, church picnic, Sunday school family picnic, etc.

5.) Visit a shut-in member:  read the Bible to them, offer to do some house or yard work, bake cookies, write letters, etc.).

6.) Go on a hospital or outreach call:  read the Meditations to the hospitalized, learn how to conduct a friendly visit, etc.

7.) Attend an adult Bible class:  Sundays, Tuesday Ladies, Wednesday morning/evening, Bible Information Class, etc. 

8.) Bring a friend or your parents to a regular weekly catechism class or Sunday School class.

9.) Interview a church leader:  a Ministerial Staff person, a teacher, or any of the leaders mentioned in #1 on the contact sheet.

10.) Participate in the St. Paul's Youth Prayer Chain: support hurting people through prayer, reinforce your prayer life, etc.

11.) Baby-sit:  for a church service, after school hours activity, church organization meeting, Bible class, UNITY group, etc.

12.) Be a teacher's aide:  for Sunday School, Day School, Pioneers, etc.

13.) Assist the Altar Guild:  preparing the altar for worship, filling of cups for Lord's Supper, changing of banners, etc.

14.) Be a "greeter" before a church service:  welcome members and visitors, get to know the congregation, wear a smile, etc.

15)  Attend a "new member welcome":  introduce yourself, visit with new members, get to know each other, be friendly, etc.

16.) Work in the church library: checking out books, making promotional posters, shelving of books, etc.

17.) Do church/school grounds maintenance:  weeding, trimming, watering plants, picking up paper and trash, etc.

18.) Replenish pew cards:  replace church pew cards (visitor, prayer, & communion cards) sharpen pencils, straighten books, etc

19)  Pet therapy:  visit nursing homes and group homes with a pet for their enjoyment and provide a “home” atmosphere.
